Delivery advice
The recommended task order below is a guide only. The task order can be modified to best suit your school context and student needs. 
The project steps are designed to be taught in order. Students should not move onto the next project step without completing the step before it. For example, students need to fully complete Step 1: Ideas before moving onto Step 2: Plan.
Recommended task order for Flourishing Communities VCE VM Unit 4
1. Step 1: Ideas – followed by other steps in order.
The project steps should be broken up with Literacy, Work Related Skills and Numeracy tasks each week.
Literacy tasks – should be delivered weekly throughout the unit.
WRS tasks – should be delivered weekly throughout the unit.
Numeracy tasks – should be delivered throughout the unit. For the students' project contexts, numeracy tasks should be delivered with explicit connections linked from the beginning of Step 2: Plan.
NOTE: Personal Development Skills does not have a separate set of standalone tasks. All Unit 4 PDS outcomes are covered through student work on the Unit 4 5-step project. Please see the Assessment Summary (p.6) and Assessment Tool Tracker for PDS (p.11) if you would like further information about how PDS outcomes are covered in the project.
WRS Unit 4 delivery recommendation: Trial teachers have recommended that delivery of Work Related Skills Units 3 and 4 happens at the same time from the beginning of the year. This will support students in developing a comprehensive student folio over an extended teaching period.
[bookmark: _Hlk170129277]Chunking learning activities: It is highly recommended by trial delivery teachers that the learning activities be released to students gradually. For example, instead of providing all learning activities for Step 1: Ideas, provide students with the tasks incrementally by providing Step 1: Ideas Activity 1.1 then Step 1: Ideas Activity 1.2. This will prevent students from becoming overwhelmed with their workload, and allow them to track their tasks, have consistent opportunities for feedback, and experience regular success in their learning.
