[bookmark: _Hlk170979392]Sample course outline – VCE English Unit 3, Area of Study 2: Creating Texts
Note: Unit 3 Area of Study 2 is worth 60 /100 marks for Unit 3. Each unit involves at least 50 hours of classroom instruction (page 7 of the Study Design).  This sample teaching plan is based on 3 lessons of teaching per week. The plan below has been designed to cover 7 weeks of teaching.
The plan presumes that students have read and familiarised themselves with their respective Mentor Texts before the Area of Study commences.

	Area of Study 2: Creating Texts
	Introducing big ideas and big questions about the Framework idea

Key knowledge:

the role of mentor texts as models of effective and cohesive writing

vocabulary, text structures and language features used in effective and cohesive writing

the ways purpose, context (including mode) and audience shape writing

the range of ideas presented in various ways in mentor texts
	Lesson 1: introduce the Framework using big ideas and philosophical questions (e.g., ‘What does it mean to belong to a place rather than having a place belong to you?’ for country).

Lesson 2: consideration of multiple interpretations of a Framework idea, creating a mind map that captures various perspectives about one of the Framework's central questions. Elaborations in the Study Design (page 22) can be used as a starting point.

Lesson 3: short-write exercises where students respond to a big idea question with a paragraph reflecting complex engagement. This is a free writing exercise to explore ideas without focusing on structure or forms of writing

	Read and explore mentor texts to understand the mechanics of effective and cohesive writing

Experiment with vocabulary, text structures and language features for effective and cohesive writing

	Mind map reflecting different perspectives and interpretations of the Framework idea.

Writing journal short writes and notes from class discussion, responding to one big question in a reflective paragraph.

Drafting and improvement of ideas worked on in class. Deliberate focus on vocabulary and language choices related to the Framework idea and wider connected ideas

	Linking Big Ideas to purpose and text structure

Key knowledge:

the ways purpose, context (including mode) and audience shape writing

the range of ideas presented in various ways in mentor texts 

different language modes and their effects on structure and meaning

the ways the purpose of the author hones the use of language

strategies to generate and develop ideas writing processes including drafting, refining and considering feedback

the value of collaboration and discussion standard and non-standard conventions of language, including syntax, punctuation and spelling.






	Lesson 1: analyse mentor texts and supplementary examples for structure, purpose, and audience (e.g., open letters, reflective essays). Discuss how the text structures, language features and vocabulary support different approaches to Framework ideas.

Lesson 2: group work using text structure, language features and vocabulary to convey their ideas. Further use of mentor texts to support these ideas.

Lesson 3: short writing task where students draft a reflective or descriptive paragraph responding to a title connected with the Framework idea. Mentor texts can be used here to support learning.


	Read and explore mentor texts to understand the mechanics of effective and cohesive writing

Experiment with vocabulary, text structures and language features for effective and cohesive writing

Create texts with a stated purpose (to express, to reflect, to explain or to argue) and an understanding of context (including mode) and audience 

Select and apply writing processes

Generate and use ideas, and discuss, develop and extend ideas

	Annotated mentor text showing analysis of text structure, language features and vocabulary.

Group presentation on how text structures, language features and vocabulary support specific Framework themes. 

Development of short written pieces, focusing on alignment of purpose with text structure, language features and vocabulary.

	Experimenting with voice, perspective, and modes of writing

Key knowledge:

the ways purpose, context (including mode) and audience shape writing

writing processes including drafting, refining and considering feedback
	Lesson 1: introduce the concept of voice using examples of first, second, and third-person narratives. Discuss how voice and perspective influence tone and reader engagement.

Lesson 2: reworking an extract from a mentor text into a different perspective or voice, discussing the impact of this change on meaning.

Lesson 3: students choose a voice and perspective for their Framework response, writing a reflective paragraph and experimenting with tone (e.g., a personal narrative in first person for Personal journeys or a third-person reflective essay for Protest).

	Explore and employ voices appropriate to purpose, context (including mode) and audience

Experiment with and extend vocabulary for effective and cohesive writing
	Written reflection on different voices and which might best suit a student’s Framework response.

Analysis of perspective shifts, with observations of impact and meaning.

Reflective paragraph, assessing effectiveness of voice and perspective.

	Responding to a range of titles and structuring a text

Key knowledge:

vocabulary, text structures and language features used in effective and cohesive writing

the ways purpose, context (including mode) and audience shape writing
	Lesson 1: practice brainstorming connections between titles related to the Framework idea. Students consider the implications of titles and stimulus materials. Students also consider the relationship between titles and mentor texts.


Lesson 2: create outlines for connections to a range of different titles, choosing suitable purpose and text structures. Students brainstorm ideas about language features, vocabulary and voice. Brainstorm is turned into a plan for writing.

Lesson 3: draft first 100 words in response to chosen titles, focusing on purpose, engaging readers and aligning with the Framework’s big ideas. Additional focus on language choices and voice.

Short writes and outlines / plans focusing on purpose, text structures and engagement in response to a title.

	Developing whole texts and refining structure

Key knowledge:

the role of mentor texts as models of effective and cohesive writing

vocabulary, text structures and language features used in effective and cohesive writing

the ways purpose, context (including mode) and audience shape writing

the range of ideas presented in various ways in mentor texts

standard and non-standard conventions of language, including syntax, punctuation and spelling.

	Lesson 1: Students choose a title prompt and draft a full text using text structures, language features and vocabulary they have explored earlier in teaching and learning. 

Lesson 2: Student focus on whole-text coherence, structure, and alignment with the Framework, purpose and title. Revision and improvement of text based on feedback, honing structure, and language to enhance effectiveness

Lesson 3: Writing a second whole-text response to an unseen title using the draft and improved version as a basis for the development of a new text



	Plan, create, draft, refine and complete individual writing

Collaborate and provide feedback in class, including through listening and speaking, with peers and teachers

Reflect on and share the implications of authorial choices in their own writing and the writings of others

Apply standard and non-standard conventions of language, including syntax, punctuation and spelling, where appropriate.
	Draft whole-text response with teacher feedback on alignment of purpose, ideas, text structure, language features and vocabulary

Revised draft focusing on coherence, clarity, and language effectiveness.

	Refining writing and developing self-assessment skills

Key knowledge:

writing processes including drafting, refining and considering feedback 

the value of collaboration and discussion
	Lesson 1: Self-assessment activity where students review their second text developed in Lesson 3, Week 5, identifying areas for revision (ideas, purpose, text structure, language features, vocabulary and voice).

Lesson 2: Structured revision workshop focusing on refining language features, vocabulary and text structure. 


Lesson 3: Students develop a response to an unseen text in test conditions



	Plan, create, draft, refine and complete individual writing

Collaborate and provide feedback in class, including through listening and speaking, with peers and teachers

Explain and comment on the vocabulary, text structures and language features, conventions and ideas used in their own writing

	Finalising writing and preparing for assessment

Key knowledge:

writing processes including drafting, refining and considering feedback the value of collaboration and discussion
	Lesson 1: Feedback on response from Lesson 3, Week 6. Students use feedback to improve or re-work their text focusing on text structure, vocabulary, language features and voice.

Lesson 2: Reflection on the writing process (students use text worked on in Lesson 1), discussing choices in voice, text structure, language features and vocabulary.  This knowledge is used to co-construct a reflective commentary.

Lesson 3: Students construct their individual commentary on their written work and complete individual revision of their text that will be the basis for their SAC.

	Collaborate and provide feedback in class, including through listening and speaking, with peers and teachers

Explain and comment on the vocabulary, text structures and language features, conventions and ideas used in their own writing

Reflect on and share the implications of authorial choices in their own writing and the writings of others
