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Literacy in the Early Years (F-2) – Buried Treasure: Reading and Viewing Annotated Work Samples

Slide 1: Introduction

The Buried Treasure series provides a guide to unearthing and using a range of valuable English resources designed to assist teachers with planning, teaching and assessing Reading and Viewing, Writing and Speaking and Listening.

In this module we will explore the Reading and Viewing Annotated Work Samples.

Slide 2 – 12: What are they?

So what are the Reading and Viewing Annotated Work Samples. These are a set of videos and corresponding documents designed to support teachers in the understanding of the Reading and Viewing achievement standards.

The samples cover Primary levels Foundation to 6.

The Foundation to 2 samples each feature a student reading aloud from a fiction text and a non-fiction text.

The 3-6 samples demonstrate students responding to and discussing texts in a small group format.

By selecting the level you wish to work at, you will be met by a drop down menu from which you can choose the introduction or the samples.

This example is the Level 1 introductory page.

Each sample has a task summary to provide context for the reading session that you will watch and hear. You will note on this page that there is also a transcript that can be downloaded and printed as a word document.

The elements of the Reading and Viewing achievement standard that can be assessed through this reading sample are also provided as an extract.

The read aloud video can be viewed in its entirety, or in smaller excerpts, each of which are annotated to highlight the particular skills and understandings that the student is demonstrating in that section of the video.

The Level 3-6 annotations begin with the words ‘This segment includes students who can…. As these samples are recorded in a group setting this means one or some of the students may be demonstrating a particular skill or understanding, but not necessarily all students.

Included in the Reading and Viewing annotated work samples is a guide to selecting the content descriptions for the teaching and learning required to guide student progress towards the next level of achievement.

Slide 14 – 18: How can they help me? 

The Reading and Viewing annotated samples have a range of applications to assist in your planning, teaching and assessment. They form an excellent base from which to begin moderation discussions and practices with your teaching team, whole school or beyond.

The annotations provide detailed, observable skills and behaviours that can assist you and your colleagues to determine what achievement looks like at various levels.

Whether planning for the whole class, a particular group of students or for individual differentiation, the content focus guide assists you to plan targeted teaching and learning at the students’ point of development.
For students who require more time or scaffolding to achieve particular skills or understandings, the annotations can assist you to break content and achievement down into finer, more specific increments that allow these students to progress steadily.

The Reading and Viewing Work Sample videos are also an invaluable resource for providing your students with worked examples and for developing agreed success criteria. Most modelling that students encounter comes from us as teachers. 
Watching and discussing their peers demonstrate particular Reading and Viewing skills and understandings gives students a clear line of sight towards success.
