Indicative Progress Template
http://www.vcaa.vic.edu.au/Pages/foundation10/viccurriculum/hpe/cpa.aspx
Slide 7 & 8: Indicative Progress
So, what is indicative progress?
It is an important aspect of curriculum planning to be able to articulate what student progress looks like, using the achievement standards in the curriculum continuum.
The benefit of indicative progress is that it helps us to identify what has been taught and what we need to cover to support student progress between achievement standards.
Developing indicative progress descriptions during the planning phase will assist teachers to explain the learning expectations to students and assess and report student achievement.
Indicative progress templates can be found on each curriculum area advice page.

The continuum of learning is set up to show clear progress that increases in complexity throughout the levels.

The curriculum is set up as a developmental continuum which should reflect accurately where a student is at in their learning.

Slide 9 & 11: Continuum of learning
Ideally, in this continuum, a student could be at one level in an achievement standard but, in a different unit or topic, maybe at a different level.

When used as a moving continuum, the student is given a chance to truly showcase where they are at in their learning.

We know that in a classroom, you will have students at and working towards multiple levels, so how do you create a clear understanding of what it looks like to move in between levels in the achievement standards?

This is where our use of indicative progress is beneficial.

With this knowledge of the continuum of learning in mind, let's reflect on:
· how do you track your students when they are in-between levels? And

· what evidence are you using to know where your students are at in their progression of learning?
On the VCAA website under 'curriculum area advice', you will have access to examples of indicative progress templates, and you can refer back to the links shown earlier.

We will work through the different elements of the template using the four steps to support you in unpacking the information, but also in understanding the process behind working through your teaching and learning plans.

Slide 12 – 14: Indicative Progress Template

Step one - identify the curriculum area and achievement standard students will be working towards.

For this example, we will look at the Health and Physical Education curriculum area, working towards Level 8.

Step two – complete the contextual information.

The context is drawn from your teaching and learning plan and could include short statements on what is envisaged for students to know and be able to do, the main learning activities and assessment tasks and/or a brief outline of the unit or lesson.

Reference could also be made to the content descriptions that are intended to be covered.

The two content descriptions we will explicitly teach are:
· Evaluate strategies to manage personal, physical and social changes that occur as they grow old; and 
· Examine barriers to seeking support and evaluate strategies to overcome these.

Step three - highlight the specific elements of the achievement standard that are being targeted in this context.

We have highlighted the ones that align to the content descriptions we covered in step two.

You can see the ones that align have been highlighted in matching colours.

Slide 15 & 16: Planning for progression in learning

When planning for progression of learning between two levels, we need to consider, what will the students be able to demonstrate as they are progressing towards the standard?
Step four - develop a description of what a student would be expected to do or demonstrate as they move from one achievement standard to the next.

A good way to do this is to consider the verbs being used in the level below and the level above and to work out what the skill is to transition between the two.
You now have a clear indication of what you're looking for if your students are achieving Level 6 and where to take them in order to support their progress towards Level 8.

Using indicators of progress has many benefits to how we plan, teach and assess.

Slide 17: Benefits

It gives us clarity on exactly what knowledge, skills and content the student needs to know and where you need to target teaching at, as well as making it easier to make a judgement through evidence, focus on achievement standards and a context for teaching.
